The microwave oven is intended for
heating food and beverages. Drying of
food or clothing and heating of warming
pads, slippers, sponges, damp cloth and
similar may lead to risk of injury, ignition
or fire.

If smoke is observed, switch off or unplug
the appliance and keep the door closed
in order to stifle any flames.

Microwave heating of beverages
can result in delayed eruptive boiling,
therefore care must be taken when
handling the container.

The contents of feeding bottles and
baby food jars shall be sfirred or shaken
and the temperature checked before
consumption, in order to avoid burns.

Eggs in their shell and whole hard-boiled
eggs should not be heated in microwave
ovens since they may explode, even after
microwave heating has ended.

Failure to maintain the oven in a clean
condition could lead to deterioration of
the surface that could adversely affect the
life of the appliance and possibly resultin
a hazardous situation.

2.2 Description of the parts (Fig. A)

Light (2)
The appliance's interior lighting comes on:

Fan (4)

above the door which may continue for
a short time even after the appliance has
been switched off.

Roller ring (5)

The appliance is equipped with a roller ring
in the centre of the cooking cavity on which
the turntable rests.

2.3 Description of accessories
(Fig. A)

Turntable (6)

Glass turntable in the centre of the
microwave base, used as a support surface
and to collect food residues during cooking.
It rotates during use to ensure even heat
distribution.

Grill rack (7)

Grid that allows food to be placed in
a raised position in the oven. Optimises
cooking with a grill or fan function. Ideal for
even browning, gratinating and roasting.

Crisp plate (8)

Tray that allows you to cook food evenly
and to a golden brown. Ideal for pizzas,
savoury cakes and gratins, it ensures crisp
results in a short fime.

Air fryer basket (9)

Perforated  fray that allows optimal
circulation of hot air, ideal for air frying
breaded, pre-cooked and/or frozen foods.

The instructions manual confains cleaning
and  mainfenance insfructions  and
recommendations from the manufacturer to
the customer. Any other intervention should
be carried out by an authorised service
centre.

Before cleaning, ALWAYS remove the plug
from the mains power supply and allow the
appliance to cool down.

Caution
* Do not use steam jefs to clean

the appliance.

* Do not use cleaning products
containing chlorine, ammonia,
bleach or alcohol on steel parts
or parts with a metallic surface

finish.

* Do not use abrasive or corrosive
detergents.

* Do not use rough or abrasive
materials  or  sharp  metfal
scrapers.

* Clean the components and

accessories  regularly  after
each use.

To keep the surfaces in good condifion,
they should be cleaned regularly after use.

Cleaning the surfaces

Ordinary daily cleaning

Always and only use specific products that
do not contain abrasives or chlorine-based
acids.

Do not use steel sponges and sharp
scrapers as they will damage the surface.

Do not allow residues of sugary foods (such
as jam) to set inside the oven. If left to set
for too long, they might domage the enamel
lining of the appliance.
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Cleaning the accessories

Wash all accessories in warm soapy water
with a soft sponge or a soft cloth. Rinse
and dry thoroughly. Do not use abrasive
defergents, metallic sponges or metal
fools to clean the accessories as they may
damage the surfaces.

Cleaning the door glazing

The glass in the door should always be kept
perfectly clean. Use absorbent kitchen roll.
In case of stubborn dirt, wash with a damp
sponge and an ordinary defergent.

Cleaning the oven cavity

In order to keep your oven in the best
possible condition, clean it regularly after
letting it cool down.

Avoid letfing food residue dry inside the
oven cavity, as this could damage the
enamel.
